B3 We do not (don’t) have to win, but we have to make efforts.
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(3) My father watches soccer games. [ baseball games ]

B3 My father does not (doesn’t) watch soccer games, but he watches baseball games.
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(4) Our teacher saw that birds in the mountain. [ a beautiful flower / there |

B Our teacher did not (didn’t) see that birds in the mountain, but he (she) saw a beautiful flower there.
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(5) Students were thinking about their past. [future] *past=18%
B3 Students were not (weren’t) thinking about their past, but they were thinking about their future.
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(6) She wrote a diary. [ an interesting story ] 3 diary = H&C
B3  She did not (didn’t) write a diary, but she wrote an interesting story.
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(7) Yukari and Sayuri are standing at the door. [ sitting / on the floor ] *floor = &
B3 Yukari and Sayuri are not (aren’t) standing at the door, but they are sitting on the floor.
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
